• On June 12, 2019, the City Council approved an ordinance 

establishing reasonable limits for bulk and brush collections, and

• Residents may request an oversize collection of up to 20 cubic yards once a year 

by calling 3-1-1 the week in advance of pickup
• Ongoing public awareness campaign began in May 2020

• Alley Collection

• Currently 44% of collection occur in alleys. By comparison, the City of Austin collects 
approximately 10% of households in the alley while Fort Worth collects close to 3%

• Alley Collection Impact
• Safety – Due to space constraints, damage to gas meters, fences, yards and 

approaches occur daily
• Efficiency – collections in the alley can take up to roughly 2x the time as curbside 

collection
• Less space for carts – some alleys have only 8’ or less pavement and only 2’ alley 

easement for carts, eliminating the ability for automated trucks to collect from the 
side of the truck

• Pavement condition - Narrow, light weight alley pavement does not hold up well to 
continued use by heavy sanitation vehicles

Upcoming Agenda Items, August 26, City Council Agenda – Texas Commission on 
Environmental Quality (TCEQ) Air Monitoring Grant Contracts

The following two items will be considered by the City Council on the August 26, 2020 City Council 
Agenda:  

Renewal of the contract with TCEQ for the Rockwall and Particulate Matter (PM) 2.5 
Monitoring Program – Authorize the continued operation and monitoring of the ambient air 
monitoring station in Rockwall County and air quality monitoring of the PM 2.5 network. The PM 
2.5 particles are measured at less than 2.5 microns in diameter, which are small enough to be 
transported through the upper respiratory causing direct health hazards. This network consists of 
several samplers located within the City of Dallas. The site in Rockwall County is part of the 
Dallas/Ft. Worth region’s ambient air monitoring network.  TCEQ purchased and installed major 
components of the station and will maintain these components for the facility to be operational. 
The contract amount is $96,707.48 for the period September 1, 2020 to August 31, 2021.  No 
matching from the City is required.   

Renewal of the contract with TCEQ for the Whole Air Monitoring (Biowatch) – Authorize the 
continued operation and monitoring of the Whole Air monitoring network in the Dallas area.  In 
turn, TCEQ serves as liaison between the contract awardee and the Department of Homeland 
Security on matters of BioWatch field operations in the state of Texas. This program was 
established in 2003 to help provide early warning of a bioterrorist attack. This early warning helps 
decision makers plan an effective, coordinated, and rapid response. The work requires daily 
collection operations and equipment maintenance on dozens of air samplers across Dallas 
County. The air samples are transported to a local lab for daily testing.   The contract amount is 
$309,511.31 for the period September 1, 2020 to April 30, 2021.  No matching from the City is 
required.  TCEQ is in the process of firming up the schedule to extend the contract past April 
2021.
