WHEREAS, Dallas Executive Airport facility was first developed late 1940’s with a land
mass of approximately 1,026 acres and was hamed Redbird Airport; and

WHEREAS, the Dallas Executive Airport is sitting on a 1,070 acres and house over
200 based aircraft and over 50,000 aircraft operations; and

WHEREAS, a modern signage and wayfinding structure consistent with the current
City of Dallas, Department of Aviation theme is needed; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Aviation employed the request for bids process in
accordance with the City of Dallas procurement guidelines for construction services;
and

WHEREAS, on September 20, 2023, Administrative Action No0.23-6088 authorized
architectural services contract with Brown Reynolds Watford Architects Inc. to provide
design and construction administration services for the Dallas Airport System Signage
Project at Dallas Executive Airport, in an amount not to exceed $98,500.00; and

WHEREAS, four bids were received and opened on April 19, 2024, for the Dallas
Airport System Signage Project at Dallas Executive as follows:

WHEREAS, it is necessary to authorize a construction services contract with Holt
Construction Corp. to add three signage types at multiple locations on the airport site,
one monument sign at the main entrance, three pylon signs, and four directional signs
to the Dallas Airport System Signage Project at Dallas Executive Airport, in an amount
not to exceed $1,218,633.00.

That the City Manager is hereby authorized to increase appropriations in
an amount not to exceed $950,118.00 in AVI Commercial Paper Fund, Fund 0795,
Department AVI, Unit 7731, Object 2790.

SECTION 3. That the City Manager is hereby authorized to increase appropriations in
an amount not to exceed $268,515.00 in AVI Commercial Paper Fund, Fund 0795,
Department AVI, Unit 7731, Object 3099.

SECTION 4. That the Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to disburse funds in
an amount not to exceed $1,218,633.00 to Holt Construction Corp., in accordance with
the terms and conditions of the contract, as follows:
